Degree-seeking students may engage in immersive
community service-learning while earning general elective credit through
UNV 201 Community Service Learning. By completing 40 hours of
approved service and reflection activities, students earn one (1) credit
hour at no cost. This course is repeatable for up to three (3) credit hours
toward graduation. The Center for Service (CFS) also offers UNV 301, a
major-aligned service-learning elective.

Students do not need to be enrolled in a service-learning course to visit
the Center for Service. The CFS welcomes any student interested in
getting involved, exploring career paths, building professional networks,
strengthening their résumé, or simply serving others. The CFS also hosts
service events throughout the academic year for individuals and student
groups.
