Program Graduation Requirements 
1. Students must successfully complete an exit exam after completing

the required coursework.
2. Earn an overall GPA of at least 2.0 and a major GPA of at least 2.0.

 University Graduation Requirements
1. Earn a minimum of 12 credit hours (100 level and higher, maximum of

6 CED credit hours applicable).
2. Earn half of the requirements at MWSU.
3. Earn 9 of the last 12 credit hours at MWSU in institutional coursework

(exclusive of credit by examination).
4. Participate in required departmental and campus wide assessments.
